The background of the research is no more than 500 words, containing the background and problems to be studied, specific objectives, and urgency of the research.
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The literature review should be no more than 1,000 words and include the state of the art and a road map in the researched field. The researcher's roadmap must align/support the faculty/university research roadmap outlined in the university's Research Master Plan (RIP). The chart and road map should be created in JPG/PNG format, which is then inserted into this form. Relevant literature sources or primary references, and by prioritizing research results in scientific journals and/or current patents. It is recommended to use literature sources from the last 10 years.
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Methods or ways to achieve the stated objectives are written in no more than 600 words. This section is completed with a research flow chart that illustrates what has been done and what will be done during the proposed time. The format of the flow chart can be a JPG or PNG file. The research chart must be made as a whole with clear stages, starting from the beginning, showing how the process and output are and the targeted achievement indicators. In this section, you must also fill in the duties of each proposer member according to the stages of the proposed research.
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The reference is organized and written based on a number system in accordance with the order of citation. Only the literature cited in the research proposal is included in the reference.
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
